I.3 ELIGIBILITY

The objective of the championship is to promote and foster the competition of Formula Vee racing cars complying with the Confederation of Australian Motor Sports (CAMS) regulations. Formula Vee SA State Drivers Championship is open to all financial members whose vehicles comply with the 2010 Formula Vee 1600cc and 1200cc rules as defined by the CAMS manual and any subsequent bulletins issued by CAMS current for the year of the competition.

I.4 CLASS DEFINITION

(i) Classes for the championship shall be as follows:

 ( 1600cc - cars have a yellow band on the roll over hoop and front H-beam

 ( 1200cc -  no identifiable markings

I.5 POINT SCORE

(i) Points for the championship shall be awarded for each of the above classes as follows:

1 st -  25 points 

10 th - 6 points

2 nd - 20 points 

11 th - 5 points

3 rd - 16 points 

12 th - 4 points
 

4 th - 13 points

13 th - 3 points
 

5 th - 11 points 

14 th -  2 points


6 th - 10 points 

15 th and on - 1  point

7 th -   9 points 
 

8 th -   8 points

DNF - 0 points

9 th -   7 points 

 

(ii) The points to be awarded to each driver for each round will be the aggregate of the points obtained from each of the races comprising each round. The rounds attracting points will only be those nominated by the Organiser prior to the first round. In the event that one of the races comprising the round cannot be commenced or completed for any reason, then the points for the round will be determined from the points obtained from the completed races. The finishing position of a driver at each round of the championship will be taken from the promoters official result sheet of the appropriate race meeting forming the round of the championship. 

Note:

If a competitor disagrees with the promoter’s official results, then it is the competitor’s responsibility to raise their concern with the timekeepers and have the issues resolved.  

(iii) Points awarded to each driver after each round will be aggregated to the points obtained by each driver during previous rounds as the championship proceeds. The winner of the championship will then be the driver with the highest accumulated points after the last round.

(iv) In the event of a tie between one or more drivers on placing’s in the championship, awards will be determined on comparison of the number of first placing gained in the rounds. If then not resolved, comparison of the number of second placings, then third placing, etc. Then, if after all comparisons are effected and the awards still not determined, the relative placing in the final round will be the decider.

I.6 AWARDS
Awards for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd, in the classes for Formula Vee shall be presented at the FVASA Annual Trophy Presentation.

I.7 SPONSORS

(i) Competitors shall carry any decals in a clearly visible location as nominated by The Organisers for the championship sponsors.

(ii) Failure to comply shall render the competitor ineligible for points at any rounds where the stickers are not carried and/or clearly visible.
